are the appropriate consents.

• The exterior walls form a grid, with each segment taken 
up by a panel, louvre or window. Arrange a visit from your 
HABODE consultant to work through the different colour 
and grid options available to meet your requirements.

• HABODE buildings have been future proofed to facilitate 
off-grid power and alternative waste water services. Ask 
your consultant for more information.

1 Will my HABODE comply with the building code?
HABODE has been designed to cope with the most extreme conditions 
worldwide. It is manufactured to comply with, and in many cases exceed, 
building code standards.

2 What is the warranty?
HABODE buildings are covered by the manufacturer’s warranty 
which meets the Australasian building codes.

3 What is the delivery time?
As demand for HABODE has been high please contact your local 
HABODE distributor for current estimated delivery dates.

4 Is HABODE a temporary structure?
No. In fact HABODE comes with an independent producer statement 
certifying its structural performance for a minimum period of 50 years 
structural durability. 

5 Can it be moved again in the future?
HABODE is designed in such a way that it can be ‘folded away’, transported 
and re-opened by our trained assembly teams for as many moves as 
required. See your HABODE distributor for this service.

6 How long will it take to assemble my HABODE?
With the right conditions (eg. weather, site conditions) our trained 
assembly team have been assembling HABODES within two days!

7 What do I have to organise before my HABODE arrives?
Customers are ultimately responsible for securing local council 
approvals and providing foundations and connection to services for 
your HABODE. However, your consultant can provide these additional 
services to assist you in establishing your HABODE on your chosen site.

8 What foundations are required?
HABODE is designed to be supported by 20 standard timber piles. 
However specifi c foundation design can be engineered to allow your 
HABODE to be assembled on the most challenging of building sites.

9 Who does the foundations and services?
You can organise a third party to establish the foundations or 
construct them yourself, or you may choose to use our 
installers who specialise in HABODE pile/foundations and services.

10 What documens do I need for my building consent application?
Your HABODE consultant will provide you with a full set of detailed 
working drawings and specifi cations to support consent applications.

11 How can I get my HABODE onto a diffi cult site?
Your HABODE is manufactured to conform to international shipping 
standards and can be driven to your site on a standard truck. Your 
home can be craned or winched into the most challenging of locations. 
Your consultant can advise and assist if required.

12 Can my HABODE go on top of another structure?
There are cases where your HABODE will be able to be positioned 
atop other structures. Engineering analysis will be required to 
determine suitability on a case by case basis – see your HABODE 
consultant.

13 Where does the word HABODE come from?
Derived from the merging of two words that embody the mindset of 
the HABODE experience. Habitat:  ‘The place where a person or thing 
is most likely to be found.    ‘Abode: ‘ A dwelling place; a home.

14 What about the landscape?
How your HABODE interacts with its immediate environment 
is important. Therefore we recommend you talk with your local 
HABODE consultant regarding a professional assessment of your 
site, recommendation on delivery and positioning and a detailed 
landscape plan. These services not only support your investment 
and enhance your living environment, but will also assist with 
building consent approvals.
